POSITION OVERVIEW
Under the administrative and clinical supervision of the Site Supervisor or the on duty Senior Mental Health Worker, the Relief Mental Health Worker is responsible for providing assistance to the on duty Senior Mental Health Workers.

DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES (*Essential Functions)

Provide individual and group counseling on an as-needed basis and as directed by on duty 

staff.


*B.
Intervene in crisis assessment/management as necessary.

*C.
Work a designated shift as coordinated by the Site Supervisor, which may include awake overnight and weekend duty.

Other duties as assigned by Site Supervisor.

EDUCATION AND EXPERIENCE
High School diplomas or some higher education in related field. BA/BS degree preferred. Must  possess basic skills in counseling, milieu treatment, crisis intervention, and assessment.

ADDITIONAL REQUIREMENTS
Must be able to meet Community Care Licensing requirements: a physical examination, TB test, DOJ criminal record clearance. A valid California Driver's license and a driving record acceptable by the Agency's insurance company, preferred.
