Bay Area Community Services is a non-profit, community-based agency serving Alameda County by providing a comprehensive array of mental health and older adult services. The Woodroe Place Crisis Residential Treatment Program provides clients with a high level of intervention and support designed to shorten psychiatric hospitalizations. The program provides residential services for up to 12 people for an average two-week stay.

POSITION OVERVIEW:
The Senior Mental Health Worker, under the administrative and clinical direction of the Crisis Adult Residential Program Co-Director, will assist with the operation of the program in a professional manner using clinically correct and appropriate methods / judgment to assist members (clients) in achieving the highest level of self-sufficiency and integration into the community. Woodroe Place is a Crisis Residential Facility providing a high level of short-term intervention and support designed to shorten psychiatric hospitalizations for clients.

DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES (Essential Functions):
1. Working with adults with severe and persistent mental illness individually and in groups within a highly structured setting.

2. Working with residents and staff to identify rehabilitation goals and develop treatment and discharge plans for each client.

3. Providing milieu treatment, crisis intervention, and crisis assessment as necessary.

4. Maintaining accurate and up-to -date client files, required charts, and records as required 

5. Initiating and maintaining contact with other treatment providers in the community mental health system to ensure coordination of client care. Foster working relationships with members of the community.

6. Responsible for the maintenance and protection of a safe and healthy program environment.

7. Performing / assisting residents in meal preparation and general house keeping duties of the facility.

8. Attendance/participation in supervision, staff meetings, and training.

9. Working a designated shift as coordinated with Site Supervisor.  Overnight shifts are awake shifts.

10. Other duties as assigned by Site Supervisor or Program Director.
QUALIFICATIONS:
Bachelor’s Degree in Counseling, Psychology, Social Work, or related mental health field; or minimum of four years experience in community mental health setting.  Requires skills in counseling, crisis intervention, assessment, accurate Medi-CAL charting. 

ADDITIONAL REQUIREMENTS:
Must have a valid California driver's license, proof of liability insurance coverage mandated by state laws, and a driving record acceptable by the Agency's insurance company. Must be able to meet Community Care Licensing requirements: physical exam, TB test, and Department of Justice criminal record clearance. 
CLASSIFICATION:  One full-time non-exempt, hourly position at 37.5 hours/week.

Tuesday, Wednesday, Thursday, Saturday 11:00 pm through 7:00 am; Monday 11:00 am to 4:30 pm.
COMPENSATION:
