Adult Day Centers


Older Adults who need daytime help and supervision will find a stimulating environment and nutritious meals at our Adult Day Programs located in Fremont and Oakland.

Care Management (Older Adult)

Case managers assist individuals with mental health issues to get the treatment they need to reduce the risk of crisis hospitalization.
Employment Program

Supports adults living with mental health issues in Alameda County develop skills to find and keep a job.
Hope Intervention Program (HIP)
Provides mobile outreach and crisis intervention services to Transitional Aged Youth (ages 16-24), working to find individuals unconnected to the system of care and providing intensive case management for up to 90 days, followed up a “warm hand-off” to other services. 

Housing Fast Support Network (HFSN)

Interim housing and supportive services for homeless adults that focuses on gaining independent living skills, rehabilitation, increasing income and employment, and more, while securing permanent housing.
Intensive Case Management 

Provides intensive clinical case management and psychiatric services to adults who are living with severe mental health issues in Alameda County.  Services include individual, group, psychiatric support, and family care coordination as well as independent living skills development.
North County Housing Connect 

Provides supportive services to homeless adults who are living with mental health and substance use issues in North & West Oakland.  Services include individual and group counseling, housing coordination/financial support, and community linkages to permanent housing with an average service duration of 12-18 months.

North County Senior Homeless 

Provides community based housing/financial support, intensive mental health, case management, substance use, primary care, and psychiatric support to older adults (60+) who are chronically homeless and have severe mental health issues with average service duration of three years.

Outpatient Psychiatry 

Provides community-based psychiatry, including psychiatric assessments, medication support, and training.

Prevention Engagement Program (PEP)
PEP serves those who are experiencing their first acute mental health crisis or are exiting psychiatric hospitalization and need support to prevent relapse. Services occur in Solano County.

Supported Independent Living Housing

Provides housing and supportive services to adults with a range of mental and physical disabilities.  Locations span throughout Alameda County including Oakland, Hayward, Pleasanton, and Livermore. 

Transitional Case Management 

Provides adults who are in advance recovery of severe mental illness with community reintegration supports so they can live meaningful lives in the community.  Services include individual/group counseling, employment coordination, psychiatry, and community development. Locations: Oakland, Hayward, Fremont, & Pleasanton.

Wellness Centers

Wellness Centers in Fremont, Hayward, Oakland, and Pleasanton offer wellness oriented service model that combines individualized wellness action planning, core and elective classes that are functional and rehab-oriented, and provide psychiatric support when needed. 

Woodroe Place Crisis Residential

Crisis residential services for TAY & Adults who are experiencing active psychiatric distress and may have just left a psychiatric hospitalization.  Combines individual/group counseling, case management, psychiatry, and access to primary care in a warm and welcoming Hayward setting that teaches positive coping and independent living skills.
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
